| am the attorney responding to your request for a case review to TrafficCourtPros.com. Thank you for using
our service.

You do have a problem we can solve. Below, please find my review of your case, bad news first, then the
good news.

| looked up your matters in County and found 3 open cases - 1 with an active arrest warrant and 2
others with failure to appear charges causing a drivers license suspension (40509.5 holds)

The cases are:

When you miss a court date or fail to pay a fine on time, the court can do a number of things, including adding
a new misdemeanor charge of failure to appear, suspend your drivers license, and issue an arrest warrant.

In your warrant case (Case #: xxxxxxxxx), here is what happened:

When you are sentenced on a misdemeanor such as your DUI case (original case), the court normally offers
the defendant "probation” instead of a jail sentence.

Generally,"probation" means the court imposes a jail sentence, but then "suspends" the jail sentence. The
court then imposes several Probation Terms in place of the jail sentence. Usual terms of probation are - for
example - pay a fine, obey all laws, do not drive without insurance, etc.

If you complete the terms of your probation to its end date, the jail sentence remains "suspended" and is never
carried out. However, everything changes if probation terms are violated.

When a person fails to complete the terms of probation, such as not finishing a court ordered program, or fails
to pay a fine on time, the court generally does 3 things:

1. issues an arrest warrant,

2. revokes probation.

3. charges the defendant with a new crime - probation violation
In your case, they did all three.
Your probation was revoked and the warrant issued because the court has alleged that you are in violation of
your probation. | cannot tell exactly what probation terms the court thinks were violated, but | do see that you
were cited for driving without insurance, and failed to appear in another case. That alone could cause a

warrant to be issued and probation revoked.

If you have not paid your fine in full, or completed your substance abuse classes on time, that may have also
caused the warrant/probation violation.

Because of the warrant, the court or any law enforcement agency can take you into custody at any time.

If you are arrested on the warrant before you take care of it voluntarily, you will have to post bail (or hire a bail
bond company to do it for you) before you are released from custody. Here, the court set your bail at $15,000
(fifteen thousand dollars).

Because your probation was revoked, the court can now also re-sentence you on the original charge also.

You are exposed to jail time in this case, with the maximum term being 1 year in the county jail. A jail term of
30 days is often given in these situations if the defendant is caught by the police or sheriffs.

But the court also has the power to just reinstate probation and give you a second chance. You increase your
chances of this happening by taking care of it voluntarily.
THE OTHER CASES:

In the 2 other cases (40509.5 cases), the court added failure to appear charges, suspended your drivers
license, and referred the cases to a collection agency.

There is a possibility of jail time for even a single Failure to Appear conviction, and if you are convicted of the
misdemeanor version, it will remain visible on a background check for years to come.

Here, you are facing 2 failure to appear charges.
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Your privilege to drive a vehicle in California is suspended. You cannot drive at all.

If you are caught driving, not only will you be arrested, and your car impounded for 30 days, but then you will
also face a new criminal case involving the charge of driving on a suspended license (Vehicle Code section
14601).

Driving on a suspended license is a charge which can lead to mandatory county jail time (especially in this
situation).

Because of this, | always recommend my clients in your situation put this problem at the top of the priority list.

In order to solve this problem, we need to address all aspects at the same time. And right now, the warrant,
and the new misdemeanor charges, are the biggest problems. The underlying citations are minor issues now.

If you take care of these cases voluntarily, and correctly, it is very unlikely that you would have to do any jail
time.

We can solve this problem by going to court for you right away on all of the cases, getting the warrant and
drivers license holds recalled, and resolving the cases in the courtroom.

These courthouses will allow attorneys to add cases such as this on to the docket on a "walk in" basis, so we
can start right away.

You do not need to go to court initially when you have an attorney on a case of this type, because Penal Code
section 977 allows an attorney to appear and take care of a case in place of the defendant in most
misdemeanors.

However, some judges will require the client to come in before an probation violation warrant is recalled. If it
happens here, we can schedule a date and time that works for you.

STEP 1:

Once we get a case on the courts calendar, we start by requesting that the court recall the warrants and
drivers license holds.

In most cases we are able to get this done at the first appearance without the client being present in court.

In your most serious case, this means that | would appear in court for you and ask the judge to recall the
warrant, and reinstate probation. | would also request that the court give more time to pay any fine or complete
any classes. Basically, I'd be asking for a second chance.

If necessary, | can schedule additional court appearances for a date and time that works for you - but if things
go our way, this will not be necessary, and you'll get a new deadline to complete whatever is outstanding. Most
people get a second chance when they take care of the problem correctly.

If it doesn't work, you would have to appear in court with me, to make a second request with you there. Then
we do our best to convince the court you are ready to take care of the problem correctly, and that you
understand how serious it is.

In your probation violation case, our goals, in order of priority would be: 1) get the warrant recalled without the
need to post bail; 2) get probation reinstated; 3) get you a new deadline to pay the fine; and 4) minimize any
penalties the court wants to add to your case.

OTHER CASES:

In the two 40509.5 cases, this means | would go to court for you, get the license holds removed, and get the
cases back on track.

In the next step, we do our very best to get the failure to appear charge reduced or dismissed completely,
because it is the most serious charge you are facing in these cases.

We do this by negotiating a resolution of the case with the judge and/or prosecuting attorney. Our leverage for
negotiating is the fact that you can have 2 trials here if you want, and the court would rather resolve them
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without wasting court time and resources in a pointless ftrial.

If you are eligible for traffic school and have a moving violations in the cases, we can request a traffic school
referral for you. In most cases, we can even get a "second offender” referral if you've already been to traffic
school.

In your two 40509.5 cases, our goals would be to:

1) make appearances on all of the cases ASAP;

2) get the drivers license holds recalled;

4) get the failure to appear charges reduced or dismissed;

5) resolve the cases as best we can under the circumstances; and

6) get you as much time as possible to pay the fines that we cannot avoid.

| estimate that it would take us 2-3 court appearances on each case to resolve them completely. But the real
trouble is over after the first appearances.

Although jail time is technically possible here, | would expect that your penalties would be limited to fines and
some community service time.

The possibility of saving money on a fine is not the only, or even the best, reason to have help.
